· Establish productive working relationships with students, acting as a role model and setting high expectations. 
· Support students on a 1:1 and in small group settings on self-help and regulation. 

· Promote the inclusion and acceptance of students within the classroom.

· Support students consistently whilst recognising and responding to their individual needs.

· Provide information, support and advice to enable students to make choices about their own behaviour/learning/attendance. 

· Encourage students to interact and work co-operatively with others and engage all students in activities. 

· Challenge and motivate students, promote and reinforce self-esteem.

· Promote positive reinforcement and provide positive feedback in relation to progress and achievement.
· Coordinate Mental Health and wellbeing activities for students’ as part of the Personal Development offer.

· Coordinate physical activities as part of the wider wellbeing for students’ 

· Capture interventions and support on ProMonitor.

· Support students to transition into mainstream study programmes.

· Assist with planning, evaluating and adjusting learning activities as appropriate.
